Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South
Carolina:

SECTION 1. Section 7-19-20 of the 1976 Code is amended to
read:

In case of a vacancy in the office of United
States Senator from death, resignation, or otherwise, the-Geverner

expiration—date—of-such-appointmentif-at-the-expiration-ol-such

appeintment—an—unexpired—term—shallremain a special election

must be held pursuant to Section 7-13-190(B).”

SECTION 2. This act takes effect upon approval by the Governor.
