5. Mediation shall be conducted on December 7, 2023;  

6. If necessary, hearing before Special Referee on December 15, 2023; 

7. The Special Referee’s decision to be issued by January 15, 2024; 

 The deadlines contained herein, except the deadline for filing the Proof of Claim, may be 

extended by consent of all of the Eligible Claimants without leave of the Court. If the Eligible 

Claimants do not consent, a motion to amend shall be filed and the deadlines may be extended by
